What is the marketing concept?

Class Demonstration

Time needed: 15 minutes

Objective: Define the goal of business (free enterprise) and how marketing relates to it.

Lesson: 

· Choose a volunteer from the class and bring him/her to the front of the class

· Explain that you are going to do a demonstration, and you want the class to take notes on what they think they’re seeing. 

· Proceed to “sell” the volunteer a product or service which they clearly do not need. Examples: 

· Geriatric diapers

· Hockey stick 

· Hearing aid

· Diaper rash cream

· Children’s toy or book

· Random “useless” trinket

· Be convincing in your ‘pitch’. Explain how this product is wildly popular and it’s a successfully sold product. Show an example of advertising for the product on the overhead and ask if that changes their mind. 

· After the student doesn’t want to buy the product, have them sit down. Ask the class why the student didn’t buy the product. Is the teacher an ineffective marketer? Is it the student? 

· Have students write their answers independently, and then open it up to a class discussion. Lead the discussion around to the point of business and marketing – meeting customers’ needs. Businesses can’t make a profit if they aren’t meeting their customers’ needs.
